• Research the trainer before signing up - there should be no surprises after you 
enroll. 
• Ask for their experience and training; the Association of Pet Dog Trainers 
(www.apdt.com) is currently the only association that offers accreditation to be  
a Certified Pet Dog Trainer (www.ccpdt.org).  
• If you have serious behavior issues, please consider consulting with a Behavior 
Counselor (www.iaabc.org) or a Behaviorist.  
• Do not take a trainer's "word for it" that they use positive reinforcement. Ask to 
attend the class that you want to enroll your dog in and talk to guardians after 
class. 
• Do not enroll in any classes that promote leash jerking, shock collars, prong col-
lars or choke chains. There are a variety of positive reinforcement aids available, 
including Sensation and Easy Walk Harnesses, Halti’s , Gentle Leaders, flat collars, 
martingale (“greyhound”) collars. 
• Do not let any trainer convince you to use any method other 
than positive reinforcement. 
 
Above all, you and your dog are going to class to have fun  
as much as you are going to learn manners! So enjoy 
yourselves!  
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
